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Press here when tuning the B

Open Strings string to the G string only.
Fret 1 Fret 2 Fret 3 Fret 4 / Fret 5

E - 6th -
Press here first

TUNING PROCEEDURE

First establish the correct string tension or pitch for the E or 6th string.
Thenpress a left hand finger firmly on that E or 6th string at the 5th fret.
Play the note with a right hand finger or a guitar pick. Then, keeping the
left hand finger down on the E string, immediately play the *open A or 5th
string below so you can hear both strings ringing together. ( Be careful
not to have part of the left hand finger touching the A or 5thstring
otherwise the open A string will not ring.) As you hear the two notes
ringing, compare and then match the tone of the A string to the previously
played E string. Matching the two notes so that they sound the same is
accomplished by turning the tuning peg that adjusts the A string.

Repeat this process through the rest of the strings.

NOTE: When pressing a finger on the G or 3rd string, press down at the
4th fret. This is done on the G string only. All other strings are pressed
down at the 5th fret.

* An open string is one thatis played without a left hand finger touching
it. A closed string has a left hand finger pressing onit.
